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Unit A of Module 2
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About this unit:

This unit introduces Module 2, which is about using the TIR Carnet.

The TIR Carnet is an international Customs transit document and its use is at the core of the TIR System. 

The units of Module 2 look at how the document is completed and then handled by the document’s users.

This first unit also explains what national Associations do when they issue a TIR Carnet to an authorised transport operator.

Before you start:

You need a basic understanding of:
· Customs transit and the background and the objectives of the TIR System
· The contractual relationship between a TIR Association and an authorised TIR Carnet Holder; and 

· TIR Carnets - by completing the training unit:‘The TIR Carnet’.

You will also need a specimen copy of a TIR Carnet. If you do not have a printed specimen copy, you can print a simulated version from the file Example TIR Carnet.pdf.
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The aim of this unit:

To direct you to the other training units of Module 2, which cover the roles of TIR Carnet Holders and Customs authorities in correctly filling in the information on TIR Carnets.

For you to recognise when an Issuing Association has correctly filled in their part of the TIR Carnet.
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Estimated study time:

This unit should take 10 minutes to complete.

The TIR Carnet and its users

The TIR Carnet is fully described in unit G of training module 1. 

You should either have a specimen TIR Carnet - or use the on-screen simulation.

The TIR Carnet is composed of: 
· Front and back covers

· Goods manifest

· Vouchers and counterfoils, in sets of two (possible to have 4, 6, 14 or 20 vouchers per TIR Carnet).

· Certified report form
The TIR Issuing Association, TIR Carnet Holder and Customs authorities each add some information to the TIR Carnet, from the time of issue, through to the end of the TIR transport.

The diagram below will give you a quick idea of which user completes the different parts of the document set. Click on each image for detailed information on the text. Specific details of the information entered, and where it is added, are given in units 2B (Carnet Holders), 2C (Customs) and 2D (Using the Certified Report). The Associations’ part is covered in this unit.

Issuing the TIR Carnet  

For this topic you need to have in front of you a specimen copy of the TIR Carnet. Alternatively, you can view a simulated version of the TIR Carnet on-screen, or as a print-out.
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The ‘Rules regarding the use of the TIR Carnet’ are printed in French on the reverse of the front cover page and in English on the reverse of the back cover page.

The front cover of the TIR Carnet is divided into two parts.

· Top section – filled in by the IRU and the Issuing Association
· Bottom section –the TIR Carnet Holder fills in boxes 6 to 12
The table below shows the descriptions for boxes 1 to 5 and adds some comments where further explanation may be of use.

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This is pre-printed on all TIR Carnets: The IRU is the international organization responsible for the organisation of the international guarantee system that supports the TIR System.

Procedures For Issue And Return of TIR Carnets

· TIR Carnet Issuing Associations have, apart from the Association's TIR Manual, their own national instructions and procedures for issuing TIR Carnets to Holders. 

· TIR Carnet Holders have instructions given to them by their national Issuing Association (TIR Carnet Holder's Manual) covering the issue, handling and return of TIR Carnets.
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It is important that all TIR Carnet users are aware of these instructions and that the instructions are followed closely.
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Summary

· The IRU is responsible for the printing of TIR Carnets and their distribution to the National Issuing Associations.

· The IRU pre-prints in box 5, the signature of the secretary of the international organization and, if requested by the Association - their name in box 2. 
· TIR Carnets are issued by the national TIR Association to transport operators who are authorised TIR Carnet Holders.

· The Issuing Association, at the time of issue, fills in boxes 1, 2, 3 and 4 in the top section of the TIR Carnet’s front cover.

· The Issuing Association enters the validity date in box 1.

· The validity of the TIR Carnet may be up to 60 days from and including the date of issue and cannot be extended.

· Rules on the use of TIR Carnets are printed on the inside of the TIR Carnet cover.

· National TIR Associations give instructions to their authorised TIR Carnet Holders on the procedures for the proper handling of TIR Carnets.
