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About this unit:

This introductory unit lists the units that form module 3 and gives a brief description of the topics covered within those units.

The units of training module 3 give a general introduction to international Customs transit, and then go to describe the procedural steps in using the TIR System for the movement of goods.

Before you start:

Unit 3A is intended for those persons who are totally new to international Customs transit. No prior knowledge is needed.

For the other units of module 3 you do need an understanding of the basic principles of the TIR System. If you are just starting out on TIR, you should first gain a good understanding of the topics covered within training module 1.
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The aim of this unit:

Is to give you a brief introduction to the topics covered within training module 3 and to list where you will find details on the procedural steps that are involved in TIR transport.
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Estimated study time:

This unit should take about 10 minutes to complete.

TIR Transport
TIR Transport is the name used for the movement of goods under an international Customs transit system which is based on six principles: 
(Secure vehicles or containers;

(International guarantee system;

(The TIR Carnet;

(Mutual recognition of Customs controls;

(Controlled access to the TIR System.
(SafeTIR
These six basic principles are described in detail within the UNECE’s TIR Handbook, and also covered in unit B of training module 1.

TIR transports are a combination of documentary procedures, which are based around the use of the TIR Carnet, and operational procedures, i.e. physical controls and actions.

The units of Module 3 summarise these procedures. However specific aspects, such as what information is entered into which parts of the TIR Carnet, and by whom, are covered in more detail in training module 2.
