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About This Module:

This unit explains how data is entered into the SafeTIR database by Customs authorities through dedicated software called CUTE. Although there are other methods of data capture, they will not be entered into in this module.  
Before You Start:

You should understand the basic details of SafeTIR as described in unit A of this module, as well as being aware of the potential financial liabilities of TIR Carnet Holders and the Chain of Guarantee.

You should also understand the basics of TIR operations, and the importance of correct ‘termination’ of a transit movement under a TIR Carnet, as covered in the units of training module 3, ‘Description of a TIR transport’.

What is CUTE?
CUTE (Customs Utility for TIR Transaction Entry) is a computer application that was developed by the IRU which enables Customs authorities or the Guaranteeing Association to capture the termination information into a standardised computer format and transmit it to the IRU. 
What sort of information is entered?
The information entered by the Customs office of destination into the SafeTIR database contains the following basic information, according to Annex 10 of the TIR Convention, which will then be available to the IRU, Associations and Customs Authorities:
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This data must be sent daily to the IRU SafeTIR database by the Customs Authorities, according to Annex 10 to the TIR Convention.   The software ‘CUTE’ provides a simple way to enter and transmit this information.

How is the information entered?
If you have already gone through the presentation above, then you will know that the termination data is entered in the following screen:
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This information can also be edited before transmission only! 
What is this information used for?
This software is used to facilitate the data capture of TIR termination data and its transmission to the IRU, and allows actors to find, verify and correct the captured data if necessary.  
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Summary

· CUTE is used to capture termination data at the Customs Office of Destination
· It is dedicated software that forms an element of the SafeTIR architecture
· It is an important risk management tool.
