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About This Module:

In order to combat fraud in the TIR system, the IRU has laid down a number of measures that must be taken by TIR Associations, TIR Carnet Holders and their drivers.  The units in this module describe these measures.  
Customs Authorities must also apply measures to fight fraud in the TIR system.  Customs will have their own anti-fraud measures for the control of the movement of goods, for example for importation, exportation or other Customs regimes.  
The guidance in this module is intended to act as a general supplement to existing administrative and procedural controls that are taken by all parties, whilst identifying specific actions that must be taken by all parties to reduce the possibilities of fraudulent actions within the TIR system.   
Before You Start:

You should have a good knowledge of international Customs transit, the TIR system and the procedures to be followed by all parties at the prior to, at the start of and after a TIR transport in completed.

You should also have a good knowledge of the SafeTIR system and how it works.

· TIR Association;
