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About This Unit:

This unit will increase your understanding of the actions the Drivers of TIR vehicles must take to prevent fraud in the TIR System. It acts as a supplement to Module 5, Procedures for TIR Carnet Holders, where the responsibilities of the TIR Carnet Holder are described.

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The Aim of This Unit:

First, this unit of Module 6 is NOT a listing of all preventive measures - but is intended to give an idea of the nature and extent of fraud prevention actions that must be taken by the Driver to protect the TIR system.
This unit is intended to explain the role of the Driver in preventing fraud.
You will find an overview of the preventive measures to be taken by the Driver of a TIR vehicle before, during and after the TIR transport

Fraud Prevention: The Role of the Driver
When carrying out international road transport of goods, the Driver acts as a representative of the TIR Carnet Holder.

The Driver of a TIR vehicle plays a key role in the prevention of fraud.
Holders of TIR Carnets should use Drivers' experience and knowledge in order to:
· intensify controls to detect higher risk situations

· identify "absurd" routes, loading points and destinations

· verify exporters, goods & origin, itineraries
As a general rule, the Driver of a TIR vehicle must contact the TIR Carnet Holder without delay if he encounters any problem en route, at the destination or if he needs advice on the functioning of the TIR system. 
It is therefore highly recommended that the driver of a TIR vehicle receives a mobile phone from the Holder of the TIR Carnet in order to ensure a constant communication flow.
Measures to be taken before the start of the TIR Transport
· Drivers should whenever possible be present during loading of the goods.
It is better to know what to expect than to get a nasty surprise!
They should check, as far as possible, that all the goods to be transported correspond in their description, weight, quantities, marks and numbers to the description of the goods mentioned on the TIR Carnet and other commercial documents available.
Drivers should always check that the goods they carry really are what they think they are carrying.
Drivers should make reservations on appropriate documents, particularly the CMR if they could not be present during loading and if they could not check the content of the load that was placed on or removed from the vehicle, by mentioning the reason.
· Drivers should ensure that they receive all the necessary documents to carry out the specific transport. They should know what documents are required for each country and check the completeness of those documents. This measure will help Drivers to reduce exposure to risk of being delayed at Customs and police checks.
· Drivers should make sure that they receive written, clear and compulsory instructions specifying the route and Customs office of destination. Drivers should become suspicious at illogical routing instructions because they mean a detour from the direct route to the delivery point (eg.  Departure from Warsaw to Moscow via Kaliningrad).
· Drivers should request written instructions from the TIR Carnet Holder, relating to the security measures that must be respected for their vehicles, including stops in secure parking areas (see IRU/ECMT list of secure parking areas www.iru.org\MembersOnly\Welcome.E.html Downloads>Truck Parking Areas in Europe).
· In case of transport from, to or in transit through the Russian Federation and Belarus, drivers must make sure that they receive from the TIR Carnet Holder a copy of the document "Summary for the driver of TIR vehicles". They must read and understand the instructions and ask questions to the TIR Carnet Holder in case of any doubts.
Measures to be taken during the TIR Transport
As a general rule the driver must remain vigilant throughout the entire TIR transport and watch out for any suspicious procedure or incident. It is highly recommended that the driver regularly informs the TIR Carnet Holder of the progress of the transport. Furthermore Drivers should apply the following preventive measures:
· Always follow the rules and the route foreseen.
· Never deviate from the instructions received in writing and never follow any third party instructions, without prior agreement from the TIR Carnet Holder in writing.

· Never reveal the content of the load or the route followed to third parties

· Keep informed of valid Customs offices and present the whole of the load to the Customs office of destination mentioned on the TIR Carnet. (see http://www.iru.org/MembersOnly/Welcome.E.html Information Centre>Search for Documents>Customs offices TIR)
· Ensure that the TIR Carnet is stamped correctly by Customs officers only and that they have removed the correct pages.

· Always use approved Customs warehouses and keep all the receipts confirming entry into and exit.
· Use secure parking areas only and never leave the TIR vehicle unguarded (see IRU/ECMT list of secure parking areas www.iru.org\MembersOnly\Welcome.E.html Downloads>Truck Parking Areas in Europe)
· In case of transport from, to or in transit through the Russian Federation and Belarus, Drivers must imperatively follow the specific instructions in the document "Summary for the driver of TIR vehicles".
Measures to be taken after the TIR Transport
After the end of the TIR transport the Driver must immediately return the following documents to the TIR Carnet Holder:
· TIR Carnet correctly stamped and terminated.
· All accompanying documents (CMR signed and stamped by consignee, invoices, delivery notices, documents stamped and signed by Customs Authorities, Certificates of delivery of goods, etc).

· Any document proving that the goods were delivered to the Customs office of destination and properly imported or placed under another customs regime.
For TIR Carnets used for transports from to or in transit through countries that are the target of organised crime, the TIR Carnet must be accompanied by the receipts of entry into and exit from customs warehouses and the "Certificate of Delivery".
Summary

Fraud against the TIR system is a reality. The following key measures will help you to avoid being the next target of organised crime:
· Be present during loading and unloading
· Check completeness and accuracy of documents

· Use vigilance and information on valid Customs offices

· Use secure parking areas only

· Do not deviate from written instructions

· Always follow official rules
