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This unit functions within the General Inspectorate of Romanian Police. 

The main regulations which settle the activity of this department are as follows:

· Law 295/2004, regarding the use of firearms and ammunition;

· Government Decision No. 130/2005 for the approval of methodological standards of applying Law 295/2004, regarding the use of firearms and ammunition;

· Law 126/1995, regarding the use of explosives, added and amended by Laws 464/2001, 478/2003 and G.D. 536/2002- Technical Norms for Law Enforcement;

· Law 508/17.11.2004, regarding the settlement, organization and functions within the Public Ministry, of the Directorate for Terrorism and Organized Crime Investigation;

· Law 535/25.11.2004, regarding preventing and fighting terrorism;

· Decree 466/1979, regarding the use of a toxic substance or product;

· Law 85/1995 for the approval of G.D. 4/1995, regarding the manufacture, distribution and use of phytosanitary products for the extinction of agricultural and forestry pests and weeds;

· Law 360/2003, regarding the use of dangerous chemical substances and preparations.

 

General responsibilities

 

1. Performs, by proxy, research activities in causes belonging to the competence of the Prosecutor’s Office attached to the High Court of Cassation and Justice;

2. Acts ex officio or following the media response in matters concerning natural persons and corporate bodies who have committed a crime by misuse of firearms, ammunition, explosives and toxic substances;

3. Cooperates with the other structures of the Romanian Police and MAI with a view to exchanging information or pursuing documentation and research of persons who commit crimes or infringe the law in the line of their responsibilities;

4. Collaborates with other relevant state institutions whose tasks refer to authorizing and carrying out firearms, explosives and toxic substances operations;

5. Within the international cooperation framework, performs inspections and answers demands of assistance from Interpol, Europol and SECI Centre.

 

A. Tasks specific to firearms and ammunition- in the domains of:
 

a. Criminal misuse of weapons
1. Performs examinations of any information received from other relevant bodies in the domain of criminal misuse of firearms and ammunition; 

2. Performs, by proxy, criminal investigations on crimes committed in the use of firearms and ammunition; 

3. Examines notifications and petitions concluded by natural persons and corporate bodies regarding the misuse of firearms and ammunition; 

4. Collects data about legal users of firearms who have other purposes than the authorized one in the use of such; 

5. Participates in the performance of on the spot inquiries in cases where there is evidence of criminal misuse of firearms and exercises authority to perform legal examination of such evidence; 

6. Coordinates and actively participates in performing catching while-acting activities in the case of misuse of firearms and ammunition; 

7. Conducts inquiries on offences signaled by the National Agency for Export Control (NAEC) regarding the infringement of the legal use of firearms and ammunition; 

8. Initiates and coordinates actions at the national level in order to prevent and identify crimes related to the use of firearms and ammunition or to cynegetic and piscicultural poaching. 

 

b. Poaching
1. Organizes and conducts activities for the prevention, identification and findings of cases of poaching in which firearms, chemical and toxic substances and other authorized materials are used; 

2. Collaborates with organizations such as A.G.V.P.S, A.J.V.P.S., The Ministry of Waters, Forests and Rural Development, the Environment Guard, R.N.P.- Romsilva, The National Committee for Piscicultural Fund, in solving petitions and findings related to acts of cynegetic and piscicultural poaching. 

 

c. Authorizations
1. Exercises control over the way in which authority is given to natural persons and corporate bodies towards obtaining, possessing, holding, bearing and using firearms and ammunition; 

2. Performs inspections on natural persons and corporate bodies when granting and after granting authority, in order to verify alignment to the provisions of Law 295/2004 and the methodological standards of law enforcement; 

3. Orders the removal or suspension of authority for those natural persons or corporate bodies that do not meet the requirements of the law, are under criminal investigation or have been sentenced for a criminal offence; 

4. Holds a record of all legal bearers of lethal and non-lethal weapons and updates the database of the National Record of Weapons; 

5. Initiates and coordinates granting weapon license visas. 

 

B. Explosives
 

a. Civil use explosives
1. Exercises lawful control over the preparation, possession, depositing, transfer and handling of explosives by natural persons and corporate bodies; 

2. Performs activities for the prevention and identification of crimes perpetrated in the use of explosive materials; 

3. Carries out, by proxy, criminal investigations for offences committed in the use of explosive materials; 

4. Organizes and supervises preventive activities at the national level on the line of obeying the law by those natural persons and corporate bodies partaking in operations with explosives, as well as identifying the deeds leading to the infringement of the legal provisions in the domain; 

5. Offers assistance and guidance at the national level in identifying the persons behind the blasting- agents threats; 

6. Cooperates with units from the Ministry for National Defense in order to establish the origin of the explosive materials found/abandoned or previously used to illegal purposes; 

7. Conducts inspections with a view to issuing import-export licenses for natural persons and corporate bodies operating with explosives; 

8. Conducts investigations into the crimes signaled by the National Agency for Export Control concerning infringement of the legal use of explosives. 

 

b. Entertainment objects based on pyrotechnic mixtures
1. Exercises control over the production, possession, usage, transport, depositing and manipulation of entertainment objects based on pyrotechnic mixtures by natural persons and corporate bodies; 

2. Develops activities for the prevention and finding of law infringement deeds related to performing operations using entertainment objects based on pyrotechnic mixtures by natural persons and corporate bodies; 

3. Organizes and supervises actions at the national level for the inspection of the way in which import, trade, and depositing actions are carried out, as well as of the way in which such operations are made secure, in order to avoid damage. 

 

C. Toxic substances
 

a. Toxic substances
1. Ensures and exercises control over the way in which lawful regulations are kept to by the economic units performing, under law, activities using toxic and highly toxic substances; 

2. Organizes, coordinates and carries out activities for the identification of illegal bearers of toxic and highly toxic substances and of the trafficking in such substances; 

3. Initiates, organizes, coordinates and monitors actions at the national level with a view to preventing and identifying the deeds which perpetrate the legal provisions in the domain of toxic and highly toxic substances and phytosanitary products of type I and II; 

4. Performs specific activities towards identifying the causes and conditions which may generate and favor dangerous situations affecting the health of persons, animals and the environment; 

5. Conducts criminal investigations signaled by the National Agency for Dangerous Chemical Substances and Preparations, concerning infringement of the legal use of toxic and highly toxic substances; 

6. Assesses the number and seriousness of the risk situations identified at the checked economic units, in the context of pursuing specific activities, and notifies in this respect the authorities and relevant institutions in order to apply legal action; 

7. Collaborates with the National Agency for Dangerous Chemical Substances and Preparations under the supervision of the Ministry of Commerce and Economy, in order to identify, prevent and remove some environmentally risk-posing situations as well as serious poisonings with highly chemical substances among the population. 

 

b. Phytosanitary products
1. Ensures and exerts control over the way in which the legal provisions in the domain are obeyed by the economic units performing under law activities using products of types I and II of toxicity; 

2. Performs specific activities for the inspection and control of economic units designated to be involved in counterfeiting and illegal trade with phytosanitary products. 

 

Locally, within the County Police Inspectorates, specialized units for “firearms, explosives and toxic substances” (services or bureaus) are functional, with the aim of identifying and investigating crimes, as well as performing at the local level all the legal responsibilities of Police, in this area of competence.
