G5-1/25717/06.12.2013 privind dificultatile
cu care se confruntd transportatorii romani care efectueaza transporturi rutiere de
mirfuri §i persoane in Turcia, urmare demersurilor intreprinsc de Ministerul
Afacerilor Externe, Directia Relatii Consulare, Ambasada Turciei la Bucuresti a
comunicat urmatoarele:

- Ambasada a fost informata de citre Ministerul Transporturilor, Afaceri Maritime si
Comunicatii al Republicii Turcia ca recent a fost observatd o crestere a numarului
autovehiculelor de transport cu placi straine care incalcd regulile de transport din
Turcia prin utilizarea unor documente false §i alte metode frauduloase, care in cele
din urma duc Ja o concurenta neloiala in detrimentul transportatorilor de méarfuti turci.

- Pentru a preveni repetarea acestor incdlciri (care pot apirea, de asemenea, in
transportul in tranzit catre o terta tard). autoritatile turce au decis séd introduca
masurile necesare, care implicd, de asemenea, controale la punctele de fronticrad
pentru facturile de mérfuri care sunt transportate de catre aceste autovchicule;

- In cazul Romaniei, Ministerul a informat de asemenea Ambasada ¢i mésuri similare
au fost introduse §i in Romania;

- T plus, conform datelor oficiale, permisele de tranzit catre tari terfc, care au fost
alocate pentru partea romana de autoritdtile turcegti pentru anul 2013, nu au fost
complet utilizate de autovehiculele romanesti de transport (numarul celor ramase
neutilizate pentru tranzitul catre féri terte a fost de 529 in luna decembrie 2013);

The Embassy of the Republic of Turkey presents its compliments to the Minjstiy of
Foreign Affairs of Romania and with reference to the Latter’s Note No: G3-1/25717
dated December 6, 2013, has the honow to inform the esteemed Ministry of the following:

The Embassy bas been mtormed by the Mimstry of Transports, Mantime Affairs and
Commumnications of the Republic of Turkey that recently an increase has been observed in the
number of  transport  vehicles  (TIR) with  foreign  plates that  violate the road
transport regulations of Turkev by making use of false documents and other fraudulent
methods,  which  eventually result  in an  unfair  competition  at  the expense  of
the Turkish freight torwarders. In order to prevent these violations (which may also oceur in

the field of third country transit transportation) from recurring, the Turkish authorities decjded
o inroduce necessary measures which also involve checks at the border gates for invoices of
the poods which are carried by these vehicles.

In the case of Romania, the said Ministry also informed the Embassy that similar
measures were inwoduced by Romania as well, Furthermore. according 1o the official data,
the third country transit permits which were allocated to the Romanian side by the Tirkish
authorities for the year 2013 have not been fully used by the Romanian transport vehicles (the
remaining number of third country transit permits were 329 as of December 2013).

In this context, the Turkish side is of the opinion that making right and full use of the
allocated third country transit permits as well as observing the regulations of both countries

would belp to mamtain uninterrupted TIR traffic between Turkey and Romania.

It would be appreciated it the Ministry could kindly tansmit the above: mentioned
